Aim of the test pages
The Visual PRINT Reference consists of 8 test 
pages. They are build up with pictures, which are 
difficult to print. The aim of the test pages is to  
detect print variation and deviation to the proof 
very easy even visually. 

The basic data of the Visual PRINT Reference is 
defined in eciRGB_v2. Like this the color 
transformation to CMYK can be tested. The files in 
CMYK, separated with the actual ISO profiles, are 
on the CD-Rom too. 

All known problems in offset printing can be tested  
with these test pages.

Aim of the test pages
The test pages were printed under reference 
conditions (PSO). The reference prints may be 
used to control displays, proofs and prints.

The test pages are normally used for visual 
comparison. For measurement assessment control 
wedges are integrated.

1. ECI/BVDM TVI – Assessment of the TVI curve.

2. Media Wedge v3.0 – Assessment of the colors.

3. Patches for CtP control (1-5% and 95-100%)

With these control wedges the assessment and 
quality judgement at a certification can be done 
quickly.

Reference prints 
For the reference prints commercial available 
papers and inks were used. The aim values for 
the printing are according to ISO 12647-2:

Paper type 2 - Magno Satin, ISOcoated_V2_300

Paper type 4 - Munken Print White, PSOuncoated

Paper type 5 – Newspaper, ISOnewspaper26v4

The Visual PRINT Reference is on the market 
since 2006. It was developed by VSD together 
with its partners P/B/U, Quality & More and Ugra.

The reference prints with the Media Wedge v3.0 
are available since April 2009.

Package for certification
For the Ugra PSO certification the test pages of th e 
Visual PRINT Reference are printed under 
production condition and assessed in the Ugra 
labs. It is used in Switzerland and internationally . 

Problems in areas like gray balance, gradation, 
saturated colors, pastel colors, lights, shadows 
and skin tones can be judged reliable and 
unambiguous in the separations, on the display, on 
the digital proof and on the print. 

With the test pages a manual is supplied, which is 
an ideal tool for helping at the introduction of th e 
standardization in a printing company.
